Yeshwant Club
Yeshwant Club came into existence in 1934 at the behest of late HH Tukoji 
Rao Holkar. The club was established out of natural love and affection for his 
beloved son Yuvraj Yeshwant Rao, who later became the Maharaja of 
Holkar State. 
After the untimely demise of Maharaja Yeshwant Rao, HH Maharani Usha 
Devi became and continues to be the patron of the Club. 
Perched in the heart of twilight metropolis, Yeshwant Club spreads over    
14 acres and is one of the living signatures of Holkar era.
